Board of Directors

Minutes of the October 7, 2009 meeting

Board President Chris Pritchard opened the Board of Director’s meeting at 1:05 p.m.
PRESENT:  Board members Chris Pritchard, Orle Jackson, Noel Bookout, Ashley Stewartwall, Jerry Swart, Elaine Benwell and Kathy Moore.  

1. Board President Chris Pritchard welcomed all attending and each director present introduced themselves.
2. Board President introduced special guest Richard Buchner of the University of                California Cooperative Extension.  Board member Orle Jackson then reviewed the creation of Tehama Together and their areas of interest for Mr. Buchner.  He also announced that November 4th, 2009 will be the grand opening date for Tehama Together.

Mr. Buchner handed out the 2007-2008 Annual Report for the U.C. Extension.  He explained the Extension’s mission is to improve America’s agriculture and to strengthen the nation’s families and communities and quickly reviewed the contents of the report.   Mr. Buchner noted the Extension’s support of the 4-H program along with Orchard Crop Production, Livestock, Aquaculture and Water Resources.   Discussion followed with the Board members about nutrition, helping seniors and the Master Gardner program.  Mr. Buchner suggested the Board may wish to invite a representative to speak at a future meeting from the Tehama Cattlemen’s Association and the Dept. of Environmental Health.  Mr. Buchner then excused himself to attend another meeting.

4. Board member Jerry Swart reported he was trying to contact Everett Freeman for seeds from the Native Americans.  Board member Jackson noted he had made contact with Latane Sale about property for a community garden.
Board member Jackson reported on the status of the 501c3 application and said he has contacted an attorney to help finish up the paperwork.  He also said the Articles of Incorporation will need to be signed at the next Board meeting.

Board member Jackson told the group of new job duty assignments for several Board members.  He moved that Ashley Stewartwall be assigned the task as Web Master, that Noel Bookout assume all secretarial duties and that Lupe Green be acting treasurer.  He explained these assignments would be in place until January 2010.    Mr. Jackson also moved that Sister Pat Manoli be approved as the newest member to this Board.

The Board voted unanimously to accept all the proposals presented by Board member Jackson.

Board President Chris Pritchard told the members that a Board committee has been meeting over the past several weeks planning for the November 4th grand opening.
It was noted that Board member and fundraiser Lupe Green was absent today due to illness but has been able to submit an application for funds to Sierra Central and possibly to Home Depot in the future.

5. The pot luck scheduled for October 10th was discussed with a reminder to go out to other interested parties.

The electronic newsletter was discussed and Web Master Stewartwall said the next newsletter should go out in the near future to announce the grand opening date.  It was also noted that future articles could be contributed by other Board members.

It was announced that the Board is looking for refurbished or donated computers for the office.  Board member Jackson said he would put a request on Free Cycle.  Board President Pritchard expressed the need for coffee mugs and dishes for the office to accommodate the monthly pot lucks.

6. Board member Jackson spoke about the trivia night fundraiser for Alternatives for Violence set for October 17th and asked if anyone was interested in buying a table to participate.  No one was to be available on that date.
