Minutes of the February 17, 2010 Meeting

PRESENT: Noel Bookout, Chris Pritchard, Mary Shaver, Ruth Deike,  Orle Jackson

Noel Bookout opened the meeting at 1:10 p.m.

Members were introduced.  Minutes of the last meeting will be reviewed and approved

Orle reported a petty cash balance of $61.22.

It was reported that Lupe Green had resigned from the board due to health reasons.  Her resignation was accepted with regret and Noel volunteered to send her a letter thanking her for her dedication to Tehama Together and that we looked forward to her supporting our efforts.

The need to update our email contact information was discussed.  It was m/s/p that Colleen Sheehan be invited to join the board and to serve as corresponding secretary.   

The community garden was discussed.  Three evaluation sheets from our proposal were reviewed with scores being 28, 68 and 72.  Orle reported that the following organizations were at the bidder’s conference yesterday: Methodist Church, Probation Department, the Tehama County Resource Conservation District and Tehama Together.  CAA staff reported on the great proposal submitted by Cottonwood Water District.  They recommended that Tehama Together consider submitting another proposal in partnership with an established organization/  

Extended discussion ensued regarding the appropriate action to be taken regarding the new community garden RFP.  Orle mentioned the possibility of partnering with the Food for the Hungry program in Las Molinos,  using property donated by Thomas Jones.  Concern was expressed about continuing with the program considering Lupe’s resignation and the possibility that Jerry might obtain employment out of the area.  
Discussion then dealt with the options for the future of Tehama Together.  Possible options included closing Tehama Together, continuing with the resubmission of a community garden proposal or continuing and downscaling our plans.  Each of the members then described their personal reasons for participating in Tehama Together.  
If the program was to continue, it was suggested that an emphasis should be made on finishing the nonprofit status and continuing with leadership with the 2-1-1 program.  Orle invited board members to attend the next 2-1-1 planning meeting on February 24 at 10:00 am.  

It was decided to continue discussions about the future of Tehama Together on February 24th at 1:00 pm.
The meeting adjourned at 3:00pm.
