Minutes of the November 18, 2009 Meeting

Orle Jackson opened the meeting at 1:10 p.m.

Orle reported that the Articles of Incorporation were never received by the Secretary of State’s office.  The Post Office did a tracer and determined they were lost.  After 60 days a claim can be made to recover the $30 paid for the money order.  Now, the articles need to be resigned and resubmitted.
